At Levels Three & Four students examine European exploration and colonisation 

of Australia up to the early 1800s and the impact it had on Aboriginal and Torres 

Strait Islander communities. Students examine the impact of exploration on other 

societies, how these societies interacted with newcomers, and how these 

experiences contributed to cultural diversity.  

 

¶ Senior School:   

Grade 5 & 6 Students ~ Who Rules? 

At Levels Five & Six students investigate two higher levels of government: state 

and federal. They explore the roles and responsibilities and respond to state and 

national political issues.
